American Revolution Test Review Sheet

Things to Know 

French & Indian War: The French teamed up with the Indians to fight against the British over land. The British won this war and received the land from the French. The British also were in debt and had to tax the colonies to pay for the war. 

Proclamation of 1763: King George forbid colonists from moving west of the Appalachian Mountains. 

Boston Massacre: A riot between colonists and British soldiers. British fired into a crowd killing 5 colonists, including Crispus Attucks. 

Stamp Act: The British taxed the colonists on all paper products.
Towshend Acts: The British Parliament passes this act to collect to say they had the right to tax the colonies. 
Intolerable/Coersive Act: This act was placed as punishment for the Boston Tea Party. 

Declaratory Act: Stated that British Parliament was in complete control of the colonies and that colonies had to obey all laws passed by England. 

Quartering Act: This act said that colonists had to provide British soldiers with food and shelter. 

Boston Tea Party: Organized by the Sons of Liberty; colonists dressed as Indians and boarded British ships and threw tea into the Boston Harbor because they were angry about the tax placed on tea. 

The Gaspee: A British ship that was used to catch colonial smugglers.
Committee of Correspondence: a committee formed by representatives from most of the colonies to keep each other informed about important events. 

Minutemen: Trained colonists who were ready to fight at a minute’s notice. 

Declaration of Independence: A document written by Thomas Jefferson that said the colonies had the right to be free and independent. 

Battle of Lexington & Concord: The first official battle of the American Revolution. The Battle of Concord was known as the “shot heard round the world.”

Battle of Yorktown: The last major battle of the Revolution. General Cornwallis surrendered and the Americans won the war. 

Battle of Saratoga: The turning point of the Revolution. 

Treaty of Paris: A document that officially ended the war. 

Valley Forge: Colonists spent a cold winter there and almost froze to death. George Washington had to encourage his soldiers to make it through this time. 

People to Know

Betsy Ross: She sewed the first official American flag

Benjamin Franklin: Oldest signer of the Declaration of Independence and he went to France to ask for help to defeat the British. 

Thomas Jefferson: The main writer of the Declaration of Independence. 

Mary Ludwig Hays (Molly Pitcher): She carried water to the American soldiers on the battlefields. 

Deborah Sampson: She dressed up as a man to fight in the Colonial Army. 

Abigail Adams: She wrote letters to her husband to give him advice and she strongly supported education for women. 

Paul Revere: Known for riding a horse to warn the minutemen of a surprise attack before the battle of Concord & Lexington. 

Benedict Arnold: An American war hero who sold secrets about the Americans to the British. 

Mercy Otis Warren: She was an author who wrote the first history of the American Revolution. Her writings also influenced many of the founding fathers, including George Washington.
